Those disputes are terrorism, water sharing, border conflict, barbed wire fencing, enclaves, Dam and river disputes, fake currency, 'infiltration' citizenship related, or illegal trade and so on.


Conference strongly declare with full conviction that those and more differences and disputes among these countries can be solved only by the peace loving people of these three countries and not by any Bureaucracy or any fourth country who are strong in military mechanization.


B.B.P.P.F. strongly propose for a tri-national official permanent forum where everything can resolve in a peaceful and protracted dialogue where no fourth country must intervene in the matter of its agenda, proposal or decision and seriously trying to form a strong people's forum of these three countries to help and assist the proposed official forum instead of any fourth country. 

On these contexts, the Tri-National conference resolves:

To strengthen the Unified struggle of the people of these three countries for democracy, socialism, harmony and peace against all imperialists policies of suppression and subversion.

To demand to sort out all visa restrictions and related matters between these three countries and equalization of Postal and telecommunication tariff.
