MEMORANDUM

 Dear Sir,


You are well aware of the joint action programmes launched by 9 Central Trade Union organizations of the Country including TUCC on price rise, Labour Law Violations, Divestments of Profit making PSU’s, allowing Private Banks to manage EPF and Pension fund, Using hard earn subscribers accumulated money of ESI to create PPP Model Medical Colleges, Creation of National Social Security fund for Unorganized Sector Workers etc.


Alongwith other Central Trade Union Leaders, com. S.P. Tiwari, General Secretary, TUCC met you on 17th Sep.’2009 and requested you to address the concern of working class people of the country.


We participated in the massive Dharna before Parliament on 16th Feb.’2010 as a mark of protest, which was not only addressed by Member of Parliaments across the Political Lines but also National Leaders of Central Trade Unions of the Country.


TUCC being unhappy with the attitude of the Govt. for not taking any appropriate Step to solve our demands, we have decided to observe a protest week throughout the country from 15th Feb.’ 2010 to 22nd Feb.’2010 to intensity our struggle and submit memorandum to you demanding that:-

(i) Check Sky - rocketing price rise of essential commodities and Strengthen Public Distribution System throughout the country.

(ii) Take measures to stop rampant Labour Law Violations in the country and instruct the labour Dept’s for its universal enforcement.

(iii) Private banks or Institutions should not be allowed to manage EPF and Pension fund Corpus of the workers, instead Nationalized Financial Institutions should be entrusted with this responsibility.

(iv) Stop use of ESI accumulated Fund generated through hard earn money of the workers in establishing PPP Model Medical Colleges in the country.

(v) Stop Disinvestments of shares of Profit making PSU’s and instead resort for revival of Sick Public Sector undertakings through Budgetary Support.

(vi) Amend the Unorganized Workers Social Security Act 2008 in line with the recommendation of National Commission on enterprises in Unorganized Sector and report of Parliamentary Standing Committee on Labour and hence, Constitute National Social Security Fund for 94.5% of total workforce in the Country.
We request your immediate intervention to resolve the issues at an earliest for the shake of survival of working people in the country.
